The foundation for the Christian life begins with…

· Knowing God’s will (v. 9)

(Note: Most Christians think God’s will 

   is an itinerary they must discover.

Paul teaches us that knowing God’s will 
involves:

Wisdom and understanding that is
spiritual in nature…
Knowing God’s will equips you for…
· Living a worthy life (vv. 10-11a)

( Note:  A worthy life in God’s eyes involves…

1) Hands that are active – “bearing fruit in every good work…”
2) A mind that is growing – “growing in the knowledge of God…”
3) A heart that is strengthening – “being strengthened with all power according to his glorious might…”
Living a worthy life results in…

· Finishing well in faith (vv. 11b-12a)

( Note: A God-empowered life allows you to…
1) Survive life’s battles – “…you may have greater endurance and patience…”
2) Enjoy the journey – “…and joyfully giving thanks to the Father…”
Motivation along the way – your inheritance…

…who has qualified you to share in the inheritance of the saints in the kingdom of light.  For he has rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the Son he loves, in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins.  (vv. 12b-14)
