Part 1 – He Calms Storms

Some common storm sources…
· Storms from bad decisions
· Storms from the enemy
· Storms from a broken world

MARK 4:35-41 – JESUS CALMS THE STORM
When you are in the storm, remember it is…
· Under His watch – “That day when evening came, he said to his disciples, ‘Let us go over to the other side.’”  (V. 35)
· With His presence – “A furious squall came up, and the waves broke over the boat, so that it was nearly swamped.  Jesus was in the stern, sleeping on a cushion.”  (vv. 37-38a)
“Safety lies not in our distance from danger, but in our nearness to God.”  (Soldier in the Gulf War)

“Never will I leave you; never will I forsake you.”  (Hebrews 13:5)
· For His purposes – “The disciples woke him and said to him, ‘Teacher, don’t you care if we drown?’  He got up, rebuked the wind and said to the waves, ‘Quiet!  Be still!’  Then the wind died down and it was completely calm.  He said to his disciples, ‘Why are you so afraid?  Do you still have no faith?’  They were terrified and asked each other, ‘Who is this?  Even the wind and waves obey him!’”  (vv. 38b-41)
· Our most common fear – God doesn’t care.
When I said, "My foot is slipping," your love, O LORD, supported me.  (Psalm 94:18)
· In storms, we want God to remove us.  Through storms, God wants to improve us.
“O LORD God of hosts, who is mighty like You, O LORD?  Your faithfulness surrounds You.  You rule the raging of the sea; when the waves rise, You still them.”  (Psalm 89:8-9)
Facing a storm right now?  Hang on to this important truth…
“With Christ, the boat won’t sink and the storm won’t last forever.”
