Jonah – Chapter 3
Going to School on Jonah’s Nickel


Going on mission involves…
· The grace of God in your life – “Then the word of the Lord came to Jonah a second time.”  (v. 1)
· The heart of God for the lost – “Go to the great city of Nineveh and proclaim to it the message I give you.”  (v. 2)

· The response to God in faith – “Jonah 
       obeyed the word of the Lord and went to 
      Nineveh.”  (v. 3)
Changing a city involves…

· Your courage to speak His word – “He proclaimed: ‘Forty more days and Nineveh will be overturned.’”  (v. 4)

· God’s power to turn hearts – “The Ninevites believed God.”  (v. 5a)
· People’s response of repentance – “They declared a fast, and all of them, from the greatest to the least, put on sackcloth.”  (v. 5b)
Faithfulness to God’s call involves…
· Exponential influence – “When the news reached the king of Nineveh, he rose from his throne, took off his royal robes, covered himself with sackcloth and sat down in the dust.  Then he issued a proclamation in Nineveh…”  (vv. 6-9)
· Unimaginable compassion – “When God saw what they did and how they turned from their evil ways, he had compassion and did not bring upon them the destruction he had threatened.”  (v. 10)
“Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”  How, then, can they call on the one they have not believed in?  And how can they believe in the one of whom they have not heard?  And how can they hear without someone preaching to them?  And how can they preach unless they are sent?  As it is written, “How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!”  (Rom. 10:13-15)
