Chapter 9 – Owning Up When You’re Wrong

A few “ism’s” that keep people from owning up…
· Individualism – others don’t matter!  (Proverbs 18:1-2)

· Secularism – God doesn’t matter!  (Job 21:7-15; Psalm 10:4)

· Narcisism – All that matters is me!  (Psalm 36:1-2)

The result – a person who is happy to confront everyone except him/herself.


What’s so right about owning up to your wrongs?  One word – freedom…
“If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us.  If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.”  (1 John 1:8-9)
Daniel’s prayer in chapter 9 serves as an example of how to “own up when you’re wrong”.  It takes…

· Time in God’s Word (vv. 1-3)

· Confidence in God’s character (v. 4)

· Brokenness over your sin (vv. 5-14)

If we treat confession lightly it’s because we treat sin lightly.
Notice in genuine confession there is no room for self-confidence, self-seeking, or self-righteousness.

· An expectation that God will restore you (vv. 15-19)

( Friendly reminder:  Sin is not so friendly…


It leaves you struggling with guilt and shame – “…this day we are covered with shame…”  (V. 7)


It makes you wander from God – “All Israel has transgressed your law and turned away, refusing to obey you.”  (V. 11)


It rewards you with the consequences – “…disaster has come upon us…”  (V. 13)
