WHAT DOES GOD WANT WITH ME?
Part 1 - Surrender My Life
Here’s the most challenging reality facing you this year – you are not your own…
“You are not your own; you were bought at a price.” (1 Cor. 6:19-20)
The question for most is not – “Does God exist?”  It is – “Will I follow and obey Him?”
“Why do you call me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ and do not do what I say?” (Luke 6:46)  
Common temptations that keep us from surrendering our lives…

· Following Jesus on your own terms  (Luke 18:18-24)
· Putting your hand to the plow and looking back  (Luke 9:57-62)
· We are tempted to think our duty to life can excuse us from our duty to Christ.
· We are tempted to put-off following Christ until “life gets better.”
The man who offers a pure mind to God but who is troubled by cares is like a man who expects to walk

quickly even though his legs are tied together.  John Climacus

So what does God want with me?

He must become greater, I must become less.  (John 3:30)  

To Surrender
In the same way, any of you who does not give up everything he has cannot be my disciple.  (Luke 14:33)
To Detach
Therefore, get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent and humbly accept the word planted in you, which can save you.  (James 1:21)

To Follow
If anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross and follow me.  For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for me and for the gospel will save it.  (Mark 8:34-35)
Surrendering your life is impossible unless you understand the value of the one thing you do possess:  God Himself…
Christ died for sins once for all…that he might bring us to God.  (1 Peter 3:18)
