The Influence of a Mother

Where a mother’s influence begins…

Charm is deceptive and beauty is fleeting; but a woman who fears the Lord is to be praised.  (Prov. 31:28)
A noble mother influences…
· The house of her family – she builds – “The wise woman builds her house, but with her own hands the foolish one tears hers down.”  (Prov. 14:1)
· The heart of her child – she shepherds – “Folly is bound up in the heart of a child, but the rod of discipline will drive it far from him.”  (Prov. 22:15)
The rod of correction imparts wisdom, but a child left to himself disgraces his mother.  

(Prov. 29:15)

· The life-course of her child – she trains – “Train a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not turn from it.”  (Prov. 22:6)
She speaks with wisdom, and faithful instruction is on her tongue.  (Prov. 31:26)
· The safety of her child – she protects – “When it snows, she has no fear for her household; for all of them are clothed in scarlet.”  (Prov. 31:21)
· The values of her child – she models – “She gets up while it is still dark; she provides food for her family and portions for her servant girls.  She considers a field and buys it; out of her earnings she plants a vineyard.  She sets about her work vigorously; her arms are strong for her tasks…She opens her arms to the poor and extends her hands to the needy.”  (Prov. 31:15-17, 20)
· The faith of her child – she instills – “I have been reminded of your sincere faith, which first lived in your grandmother Lois and in your mother Eunice and, I am pursuaded, now lives in you also.”  (2 Tim. 1:5)
· The love of her child – she receives – “Children’s children are a crown to the aged, and parents are the pride of her children.”  (Prov. 17:6)
Her children arise and call her blessed; her husband also, and he praises her.  (Prov. 31:28)
