The Arithmetic of Faith
1. Faith  -  Works = No Faith  (v.14-17,19)

· Profession = (not equal to sign) Possession 
“Not everyone who says to me ‘Lord, Lord’, will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven”  

Matthew 7:21 (NIV)
· We are NOT saved by good works

For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith--and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God--  not by works, so that no one can boast. 









Ephesians 2:8-9 (NIV)  

· We are saved for good works

For we are God's workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do. 


Ephesians 2:10 (NIV)  

2. Faith + Works = True Faith  (v.18,20-26)

· Good works are the confirmation of true faith.
